Building Update - Garage
Construction Continues

Much progress has been made in the past six weeks: the under-
ground waterproofing installation was completed, the foundation
slab was poured, and all the garage walls were constructed. Now the
formwork is being constructed to support the top slab - the “po-
dium slab”™ of the parking garage (shown in the photograph). The
podium slab will form the base of the new Cathedral and court-
yards. The podium slab rebar will be installed over the next couple
of months, and the slab should be poured in mid-December. We
will then be poised to raise the steel frame of the new Cathedral,
which has been designed to withstand a stronger earthquake than
the Loma Prieta quake that destroyed the old Cathedral.

To date, roughly $10.5 million has been given or pledged to com-
plete the new Cathedral (including pre-construction), with an esti-
mated $2 million still needed to complete the exterior and interior
construction. The Construction Committee is continuing its fun-
draising efforts so that the Cathedral can be completed in 2015.

That'’s it! When shopping on Amazon, simply sign into https://smile.
amazon.com for the Annunciation to receive 0.5% of the price of
eligible purchases. You'll know you're in the AmazonSmile program
because the top left corner of the web page will show ‘amazonsmile’
instead of ‘amazon’.

Gift Giving to the Capital Campaign

For those parishioners or friends of the Cathedral who wish to
make a donation, you may consider donating funds from your
stock portfolio. If you were to sell this stock on the open market
most likely you will pay capital gain taxes. To avoid paying capital
gain taxes, you simply donate the stock to the Annunciation Cathe-
dral, a non-profit 501C 3 religious corporation.

The stock needs to be publicly traded on one of the exchanges (NY,
NASDAQ, etc) then you simply report it on your tax return as a
noncash charitable contribution. You get the appreciated value
for the donation and do not pay tax on the capital gain. Then
all you will need for taxes is a letter of acknowledgment from the
Cathedral, with the name of the stock, date of donation and num-
ber of shares received. For additional information regarding the
transfer of stock to the Cathedral, please contact Father Stephen at
fatherstephen@annunciation.org or Angie Leventis at aleventis3@
comcast.net.

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Preliminary Thoughts on the
Eucharist, on Sola Scriptura

and on Icons (Part 1)
by Marcelo P. Souza

The Eucharist

The center of the Faith, as we know from Scripture and from
2,000 years of Church history, is the Eucharist. All Chris-
tians gather together around the Body and Blood of Christ.
The Liturgy revolves around it. The Eucharist is where our
“eyes are opened” in the “breaking of the bread,” for “unless
you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you
have no life in you. Whoever feeds on my flesh and drinks
my blood has eternal life, and I will raise him up on the last

day. For my flesh is true food, and my blood is true drink”
(John 6).

That is why all the fathers of the Church, the very disciples of
the apostles, emphasized it as such. For example, St. Ignatius
of Antioch (AD 50 - AD 117), a disciple of the apostles Peter
and Paul, wrote to the church in Smyrna:

Consider those who are of a different opinion from us, as to
what concerns the grace of Jesus Christ which is come unto
us, how contrary they are to the design of God. They have no
regard to charity, no care of the widow, the fatherless, and the
oppressed; of the bond or free, of the hungry or thirsty.

They abstain from the Eucharist, and from the public offices;
because they confess not the Eucharist to be the flesh of our
Savior Jesus Christ which suffered for our sins, and which the
Father of his goodness raised again from the dead. And for this
cause contradicting the gift of God, they die in their disputes;
but much better would it be for them to receive it, that the
might one day rise through it. (To the Smyrnaeans, 2:14-17)
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“Make certain, therefore,

that you all observe one
common Eucharist...”

- St Ignatius
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St Justin Martyr, writing in 150AD with the first description
of what was going on in the Christian Liturgy, wrote:

And this food is called among us the Eucharist, of which no
one is allowed to partake but the man who believes that the
things which we teach are true, and who has been washed with
the washing that is for the remission of sins, and unto regenera-
tion, and who is so living as Christ has enjoined.

For not as common bread and common drink do we receive
these; but in like manner as Jesus Christ our Savior, having
been made flesh by the Word of God, had both flesh and blood
for our salvation, so likewise have we been taught that the food
which is blessed by the prayer of His word, and from which our
blood and flesh by transmutation are nourished, is the flesh
and blood of that Jesus who was made flesh. (First Apology,
chapter 66)

There are many other passages of many fathers speaking simi-
larly. Also, the Eucharist is not only the very Flesh and Blood
of Christ, but it also depends on apostolic succession. The
early Church emphasized that because of the sects (gnostic,
arian, apollinarian, eutychian, etc.) one could not take upon
himself to celebrate the Eucharist without the authority of a
bishop who had been in the ordination line of the apostles
(and thus holding the apostolic doctrine and faith).

So again, St Ignatius wrote,

Make certain, therefore, that you all observe one common Eu-
charist; for there is but one body of our Lord Jesus Christ, and
but one cup of union with his blood, and one single altar of
sacrifice — even as there is also but one bishop, with his clergy
and my own fellow servitors, the deacons. This will ensure that
all your doings are in full accord with the will of God.” Also,

“The Eucharist is the entrance
of the Church into the joy
of its Lord. And to enter
into that joy, so as to be a
witness of it in the world,
is indeed the very calling
of the Church, its essential

leitourgia, the sacrament by
which it ‘becomes’ what it is.”

- Fr. Alexander Schmemann
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“Wherever the bishop appears, there let the people be; as wher-
ever Jesus Christ is, there is the Catholic Church. It is not
lawful to baptize or give communion without the consent of
the bishop. On the other hand, whatever has his approval is

pleasing to God. Thus, whatever is done will be safe and valid.
(To the Philadelphians, chapter 4)

There are many other passages like this as well in the Fathers.

So now we have 2 things that are necessary for the fullness
of the Christian life, and certainly for the apostolic liturgy
and worship: the Eucharist, and apostolic succession which
makes it real and safeguards the organic unity of the Church.

Those two things alone exclude Protestantism.
