
 
 

  

EPISTLE READING OF THE DAY: This morning's Apostolic Reading is from the Acts of the Apostles, 
Chapter 9, verses 32-42. It is found in our books on pages 84-85. 
 
Ὁ Ἀπόστολος, Πράξεων τῶν Ἀποστόλων τὸ ἀνάγνωσµα, κεφ. 9, ἐδάφ. 32-42: Ἐν ταῖς ἡµεραῖς ἐκείναις, 
ἐγένετο Πέτρον διερχόµενον διὰ πάντων κατελθεῖν καὶ πρὸς τοὺς ἁγίους τοὺς κατοικοῦντας Λύδδαν. Εὗρεν δὲ ἐκεῖ ἄνθρωπόν 
τινα Αἰνέαν ὀνόµατι, ἐξ ἐτῶν ὀκτὼ κατακείµενον ἐπὶ κραββάτῳ, ὃς ἦν παραλελυµένος. Καὶ εἶπεν αὐτῷ ὁ Πέτρος, Αἰνέα, ἰᾶταί 
σε Ἰησοῦς ὁ Χριστός· ἀνάστηθι καὶ στρῶσον σεαυτῷ. Καὶ εὐθέως ἀνέστη. Καὶ εἶδον αὐτὸν πάντες οἱ κατοικοῦντες Λύδδαν καὶ

Δορκάς· αὕτη ἦν πλήρης ἀγαθῶν ἔργων καὶ ἐλεηµοσυνῶν ὧν ἐποίει. Ἐγένετο δὲ ἐν ταῖς ἡµέραις ἐκείναις ἀσθενήσασαν αὐτὴν 
ἀποθανεῖν· λούσαντες δὲ αὐτὴν ἔθηκαν ἐν ὑπερῴῳ. Ἐγγὺς δὲ οὔσης Λύδδης τῇ Ἰόππῃ, οἱ µαθηταὶ ἀκούσαντες ὅτι Πέτρος 
ἐστὶν ἐν αὐτῇ, ἀπέστειλαν πρὸς αὐτόν, παρακαλοῦντες µὴ ὀκνῆσαι διελθεῖν ἕως αὐτῶν. Ἀναστὰς δὲ Πέτρος συνῆλθεν αὐτοῖς· 
ὃν παραγενόµενον ἀνήγαγον εἰς τὸ ὑπερῷον, καὶ παρέστησαν αὐτῷ πᾶσαι αἱ χῆραι κλαίουσαι καὶ ἐπιδεικνύµεναι χιτῶνας 
καὶ ἱµάτια ὅσα ἐποίει µετʼ αὐτῶν οὖσα ἡ Δορκάς. Ἐκβαλὼν δὲ ἔξω πάντας ὁ Πέτρος θεὶς τὰ γόνατα προσηύξατο· καὶ 
ἐπιστρέψας πρὸς τὸ σῶµα, εἶπεν, Ταβηθά, ἀνάστηθι. Ἡ δὲ ἤνοιξεν τοὺς ὀφθαλµοὺς αὐτῆς· καὶ ἰδοῦσα τὸν Πέτρον, ἀνεκάθισεν. 
Δοὺς δὲ αὐτῇ χεῖρα, ἀνέστησεν αὐτήν· φωνήσας δὲ τοὺς ἁγίους καὶ τὰς χήρας, παρέστησεν αὐτὴν ζῶσαν. Γνωστὸν δὲ ἐγένετο 
καθʼ ὅλης τῆς Ἰόππης, καὶ πολλοὶ ἐπίστευσαν ἐπὶ τὸν Κύριον. 
 
GOSPEL READING OF THE DAY: This morning's Gospel Reading is from the Holy Gospel according to 
St. John, Chapter 5, Verses 1-15.  It is found in our books on pages 171-173.

GETTING READY TO LAUNCH OUR PAVER PROJECT: It began as an idea. To invite parishioners and friends 
of the Cathedral to laser inscribe their names and/or the names of loved ones in one of the pavers in the courtyard 
and all around the new Cathedral. Then, a company was identified that that does this, a company called Customize 
my Concrete.  In turn, the idea was discussed by the Capital Campaign Committee, where it was adopted. Briefly, 
each of the pavers, measuring 2 feet by 2 feet, is available for “adoption.” The particulars are being worked out. 
Information is forthcoming, covering questions like: how much will we donate to adopt a paver, how many lines 
per paver? how many letters per line? may we have the names of loved ones inscribed, in addition to our own? 
will the company first let us see the layout before the names are etched into the pavers? where are these pavers 
located? in what direction will they face? Just to name a few.  Meanwhile, everyone who’s heard about the Paver 
Project is very excited. We can’t wait to get started. 
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PARKING: We have signed a 6-month trial agreement with Golden State Parking so 
that, as soon as it obtains the necessary permits, it can operate our parking component. 
All permits but one have been obtained. We anticipate the permit by the fire department 
will be obtained as soon as the fire sprinklers and the hydrant have become operational, 
hopefully this week. Meanwhile, we’ve signed a contract with Albert Electric, to finalize 
the electrical work, finish the lobbies and install the necessary doors. We will need to 
install the final gates in order to satisfy the “clear path of travel” requirements, which 
includes the final inspection of the elevator. We’ve decided to embark upon a renewed 
Capital Campaign. Our goal is to raise $1 million in 2019. As we go forward, let’s stay 
positive and focused. Consider what you have accomplished so far! As with Moses, we 
hear God speaking to us: “Build me a Sanctuary, and I will appear among you.”  (from 
the Septuagint: Καὶ ποιήσεις µοι ἁγίασµα, καὶ ὀφθήσοµαι ἐν ὑµῖν). (Exodus 25:8). 
Building also takes vision, determination and faith. You are doing something 
extraordinary:  you are building His sanctuary, a great sacred space, right the heart of 
one of the world’s premier cities.  Here, the Orthodox Christian faith is poised to 
proclaim the Gospel message of salvation to a whole new generation of worshipers!
